The Iowa Civil Rights Act, Chapter 216 of the Code of Iowa, as amended,
Prohibits discrimination in housing BECAUSE OF a person’s

RACE NATIONAL ORIGIN
COLOR MENTAL or PHYSICAL DISABILITY
CREED FAMILIAL STATUS (presence of children)
SEX SEXUAL ORIENTATION
RELIGION GENDER IDENTITY

There is NO CHARGE for services of the Commission.
COMPLAINTS MUST BE FILED WITHIN 300 DAYS OF THE ALLEGED INCIDENT

People who believe they or someone they know might be victims of housing discrimination
should file a complaint immediately by contacting:
