 For surfaces with lead-based paint, workers 
should be trained in lead-safe work practices  
or be supervised by a certified abatement 
supervisor. 

 For surfaces with no lead-based paint,  
no special training or supervision is required. 

 

Provide notice of lead hazard  

evaluation to residents within 15 days 

Provide notice of lead hazard  

evaluation to residents within 15 days 

Bid the  work to qualified contractors.  

Because all painted surfaces are presumed  

to have lead-based paint hazards, workers  

must be trained in lead-safe work  

practices or be supervised by a  

certified abatement supervisor. 
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
